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Statement

The Concem'.of;the National Human Rights Commission of
Thailand over Human Rights Siutation Within the Country

The National Human Rights Commission of Thailand has observed
human rights situations in the country with grave concems after the Council
for Democratic Reform under the Constitutional Monarchy (CDRM) took
over the administrative power from the civilian government since 19
September 2006. While recognizing serious incidents of human rights
violations instigated during the administration led by former Prime Minister
Thaksin Shinawatra, the National Human Rights Commission cannot
perceive that such situations cam be sustainably rectified by a non-
democratic means, of which people’s participation is curtailed and their
basic civil and political rights are prohibited.

The National Human Rights Commission urges the CDRM to respect
international human rights obligations to which Thailand is party;. and to
allow people to exercise their fundamental rights and freedoms. The CDRM
is also urged to take any necessary step as soon as possible to return
~ democracy to the Thai society ruled by the Constitution which fully
guarantees human rights of people within the country.

Mandated by the National Human Rights Commission Act B.E. 2542
(1999), the National Human Rights Commission will continue to.
" independently perform its duties to monitor the works of the CDRM and the
future ‘government to ensure the full respect of human rights as Thailand is
obliged by international human rights standards and laws. :
